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MAHAAVAAKYA (GREAT SAYINGS) 
December 17, 2003 at the Waukegan Mandir 
 
The mahaavaakya (great sayings) of the Upanishads summarize the teachings of 
the sacred Hindu scriptures.

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of the yield. They argued to the point of physically fighting, even though the farm 
did not even belong to them. The second point was to always keep the paksh (side) 
of fellow devotees. 
 
In Vachanamrut Gadhada Middle 61, Swaminarayan Bhagwan explains that a true 
devotee: (1) follows God's niyam (disciplines), (2) has strong nishchay (faith) in 
God, and (3) always takes the paksh (side) of devotees. Once, when this 
Vachanamrut was being read by saints, a mayor (from a town in western India) 
argued with the third point - he believed that even though a person is a devotee, if 
he is "wrong," he should not be supported. After some time, Shastriji Maharaj 
inquired what was being discussed. The saints explained that the mayor did not 
understand the third point in the Vachanamrut. Shastriji Maharaj omnipotently 
replied, "As you took the paksh of your nephew, take the paksh of fellow 
devotees!" The mayor's nephew was adulterous and a drunkard and when he had 
killed someone, his uncle had helped release him from jail because he was a 
relative. The mayor immediately understood what Shastriji Maharaj meant to say.
